Option 2: Local visit 

Research and locate a famous local Viking or Anglo Saxon 

e.g. Battle of Hastings and present what you have learned on 

a neat and well-presented poster. 

Option 3: Writing (Diary) 

Take this opportunity to consolidate your learning from the 

first term and write a diary entry about what it would have 

been like to be an Anglo Saxon as the Vikings raided. You 

will need to include: 

First person; Past tense; Thoughts and feelings and at least 3 

paragraphs.  

Option 4: Writing (Newspaper) 

The Vikings have launched an attack on a local Anglo Saxon 

Monastery. Put yourself as a reporter and write a newspaper 

article explaining the events, which occurred. You will need to 

include: 

Headline; picture with caption; orientation (5W’s) Third 

person; Past tense; Direct and Reported speech. 

Option 4: Poster 

Create a fun fact file on a choice of the Viking Gods and 

present this information on a poster. 

Option 6: Quiz 

Create your own quiz on the Anglo Saxons and Vikings. This 

must have a minimum of 10 questions, which you can create 

as quiz cards. One side for the question and the other for the 

answer. These would be great to use in class.  
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
